INTRODUCTION

Remove the battery compartment cover.

Load two AAA (UM-4 or R03) batteries into the 
battery compartment.

Make sure that the batteries have been inserted 
in the correct polarities matching to the symbols 
+, - marked in the battery compartment. Close 
the battery compartment cover.

When replacing batteries, replace both batteries. 
Do not mix new and used batteries operating 
together, otherwise, the operation lifetime will 
be much shorter than normal.

Remove the batteries if the unit will not be used 
for a prolonged period of time.

The remote control transmits a directional 
infrared beam. Be sure to aim the remote 
control directly at the infrared sensor of the 
unit during operation. 

If the sensor has been covered or there is a 
large object between the remote control and 
the sensor, the sensor will not respond. 

The sensor may not able to receive the 
remote signal when it is exposed to direct 
sunlight or a strong artificial light (fluorescent 
or strobe light). In this case, change the 
direction of the light or reposition the unit to 
avoid direct lighting.

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Note 1: 
The AUDIO button on the remote can be used to switch 
on the AUDIO DESCRIPTION (AD) that are broadcast on some 
Programmes. As not all programmes will transmit AD you will 
need to check with your TV programme guide that it is being 
transmitted. Pressing the AUDIO button repeatedly will toggle 
ENGLISH (normal audio) and  ENGLISH AD (Audio description). 
When AD is selected and AD is being transmitted the normal 
audio is replaced by a narrative of what is being shown on the TV.

Press "OK" button to continue. " Scan Progress" menu will appear and
list the channels  as they are found. A bar appears below the listing panel 
that indicates the progress of the channel search.
