The Slow Forward is only available for DVD.  There are 6 steps of slow motion speed; 1/2, 1/3,
1/4, 1/5,1/6,1/7. Press button to cycle playback speeds.
Note : Press Play Key to resume normal playback speed.
          This function is not available for CD-G.

Repeat Mode
This function is available for DVD and CD audio but with different effects.
• For DVD disc playback, user can choose to repeat the current chapter,the current title or disc.
