Electrical Information

This appliance is fitted with a BS1363/A 13 amp plug.Ifitis not suitable for your supply sockets it must be
removed and replaced with an appropriate plug.If the plug becomes damaged and/or needs to be replaced
please follow the wiring instructions below.The plug removed must be disposed of immediately.It must not
be plugged into a supply socket as this will be an electrical hazard.

If the fuse needs to be replaced it must be of the same rating and ASTA approved to BS1362.1f the plug is
changed,a fuse of the appropriate rating must be fitted in the plug,adapter or at the distribution board.If the
fuse in a moulded plug is replaced,the fuse cover must be refitted before the appliance can be used.

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Using Teletext

Teletext is an information system that displays text on your TV screen. Using the teletext
control buttons you can view pages of information that are listed in the teletext index.

@ NOTE: No On-screen display is available in text mode. The contrast ,brightness
and colour can not be changed but the volume control is still available

NOTE: Make sure the TV channel you are watching transmits teletext.

TEXT

1.Press the TEXT button to enter TEXT mode. The text page will appear,normally
the index page.

2.Press the TEXT button again to view a page of text whilst watching a TV programme.
The text will be superimposed over the TV programme.

3.Press the TEXT button a third time to return to the channel you were watching.

To Select a Page of Text
1. Find the number of the page in the index and enter it by pressing the NUMBER
buttons. The number of the page will appear in the top left hand corner of the screen.

The page counter will search for your page. When it finds it, the page will be displayed.
