Basic Operation
Tuning in the TV channels

1 After connecting an aerial to your LCD TV and connecting the mains cable to the TV and
230VAC mains socket, turn the POWER SWITCH of rear TV on, a red light will show on the
front centre panel of the TV.

2 Press the POWER button, the red light will change to blue and the First Time Installation
screen will show:
